PW THANK OFFERING AT WORK

Presbyterian Women’s 2007 Thank Offering has
provided grants totaling $983,194 for 33 international
projects, both domestic and overseas. This includes
15 projects in Uganda, 9 projects in five other African
countries, and projects in Brazil, China, India,
Lebanon, Peru, Philippines and Thailand. 

The Thank Offering is one of two annual offerings
of Presbyterian Women. It is collected each fall and
disbursed in the spring. At least 40 percent of the
offering goes to health-related projects. The grants
facilitate a variety of projects – agricultural
development, child care, community organization,
criminal justice, drug counseling, economic justice,
elderly care, employment training, homelessness,
literacy, violence and women’s concerns. Three
examples:
� The Muyambe Clean Water Project, Mengo,

Uganda – $19,400 to purchase water installation
equipment to provide clean water to inhabitants of
slum areas of Muyambe.

� Contact and Resource Center, Piece-Makers,
Beirut, Lebanon – $30,000 to enhance the roles of
women with disabilities by providing training,
equipment and raw materials for sewing
workshops.

� Miracles in Action, Inc., Ciudad de los Niños
Automotive Training Facility, Lima, Peru –
$14,000 to provide vocational training for youth
who have been abandoned, to break the cycle of
poverty and offer help for the future.

Dear friends,
What an exciting summer! At the end of May, we

took five Jewish unbelievers to Camp Simcha. This
was a time of breakthrough but also of spiritual
warfare. We were nearly struck by two other cars on
the way to camp and back, and some people were
sick; yet for the first time, the three older Bukharans
seemed really open. Mr. B and Mrs. V asked, “How
do you know that God speaks to you?”

Luda answered, “Jesus opened the way for us to
come close to God and to discern His will for us.”
These particular friends, our English students, have
heard the Gospel many times, but this time they
listened more intently. Our other two friends,
originally from Israel, loved the camp speaker and his
lectures “Israel and Prophecy.” Please pray for these
five unbelievers.

Fifty youth from Atlanta distributed Jesus Film
flyers and spent time reaching out to high school and
college students in Queens and Manhattan. As a
result, we received some calls. Randall and the girls
delivered one Jesus Film to a Bukharan man who told
us about his friend, a Jewish believer. Each of us is
part of God’s network – a series of persons the Lord
uses.

Miss M from our Bible study is such a person. She
just became a believer! A Christian couple from
Pennsylvania introduced her to us and have remained
her faithful friends. Miss M had almost no religious
background, so she says such refreshing things. For
instance, when we were discussing Martin Luther’s
life, she asked the Bible study group, “Where can I
read about Martin Luther in my Bible?”

This fall, Randall plans to start seminary in
New York, at Chosen People Ministries’ new
extension program of Talbot School of Theology. He
will continue to work, but reduce his hours.

Hopefully, we stay for tea, cookies and discussion.
Travel:  Luda just became a U.S. citizen! Thank God
for American freedom and protection. Travel will be
easier for us. We plan to visit friends and relatives in
Israel more often.
Adoption:  We still want to grow our family through
foster care and adoption. This is very rewarding but
sometimes a struggle. The first foster baby stayed for
seven months but returned to his mother. The older
foster child is sometimes difficult, but our daughter
Eliana loves her, and we still hope to adopt her. Please
pray also for an infant we can keep.
Ownership: Our new apartment increases access to
Jewish friends and relatives. Pray our home Bible
study will become a messianic congregation. Another
huge milestone – Luda aced the New York boards and
started working as a nurse again. Her work started just
in time to help us pay apartment renovations. A
trained midwife with fifteen years’ experience, Luda
loves her RN work in the Labor and Delivery unit.
