He has decreased his
salaried hours by a full day per week. To help us
survive the financial impact, Chosen People Ministries
has offered to double all gifts from those who have not
given on a regular basis, up to $500 per month, for the
next six months.

Seminary training improves different aspects of
our work. Ministry to churches becomes more specific
and focused. Pastoral ministry digs deeper because we
study the Bible itself or study conservative scholarly
materials. Outreach to Jewish people improves, since
we are considering many of the foundational principles
in the Messianic movement.

We recently attended a new start-up church
meeting at a local movie theater. The young pastor is
very committed to Jewish outreach. The church rented

Bukharan. Another local church sent two volunteers to
help us with our children’s program. Because of the
children’s workers, for instance, we were able to go
much deeper with adults in our discussion of purity,
forgiveness, and entering the New Year with the right
motivations and preparation.

Sometimes we have felt very
alone working in Queens. For four years, we have
been praying for help with children’s work.
